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POTENTIAL PROJECT-BASED SECTION 8 FUNDING OPPORTUNITY
SOLICITATION OF INTEREST
The State of California has recently been awarded funds by the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for approximately $8 million dollars in project-based rental assistance.  These funds will be used to provide 20-year renewable project-based Section 8 rental assistance contracts to state-funded affordable housing developments through the state’s existing Section 811 PRA program, (Section 811 PRA), administered by the California Housing Finance Agency (CalHFA) in partnership with the California Department of Health Care Services (DHCS), the California Department of Developmental Services, (DDS), the California Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) and the California Tax Credit Allocation Committee (CTCAC).
The target populations for Section 811 PRA are persons with disabilities in need of affordable housing with supportive services between the ages of 18-61 who are extremely low income and: 
· Exiting skilled nursing facilities or other institutions of care;
· Have Intellectual or Developmental Disabilities (I/DD) and are homeless, exiting institutions or other restrictive living environments, or are at-risk of homelessness; or
· Other persons with disabilities experiencing homelessness.
Supportive services for Section 811 PRA-assisted tenants will be provided by DHCS or DDS-approved service agencies funded through MediCal. Eligible projects can have no more than 25% of their total units restricted to persons with disabilities, including any PRA-funded units.
Affordable housing developers or project owners interested in Section 811 PRA are asked to complete the Solicitation of Interest form below, which will assist the state in developing the next Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) for the program. Failure to submit this form will not prevent a project from applying under the NOFA.
